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What does the Scholarship scheme cover? 

The British Council Scholarships for Women in STEM includes tuition fees, stipend, travel costs, 

visa, and health coverage fees. The scholarship also has a special support for mothers.  

When is the deadline to apply? 

Deadline for application differs according to university. The earliest deadline is 14 February 2022 

and the latest is 10 April 2022. Please ensure you check carefully on the website of your university 

of interest for full details of key dates and the application process. 

Which masters are included in the scheme? 

Each university has published a list of masters that scholars can apply to. Please refer to the web 

page of the university for the full list of programmes available.  

Is there an age limit to apply? 

No, there is no age limit for this scholarship.  

Which are the eligible countries? 

You must be a citizen of one of the following countries to apply: 

For both master’s Scholarships and Early Academic Fellowships: Bangladesh, Cambodia, India, 

Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Nepal, Pakistan, Philippines, Sri Lanka, Thailand, Vietnam  

For Masters Scholarships only: Brazil, Egypt, Mexico, Peru, Turkey, Ukraine.  

How many scholarships are there? 

There are over 100 scholarships available for courses starting in Autumn 2022.  

 

Can women with children apply to the scholarship? 

Yes, special support will be given to women travelling with dependent children.

There is additional funding for dependent children who are accompanying you to the UK, specific 

details of the amounts will be made clear to successful scholars by the university upon 

acceptance  

 

If I can get the scholarship, can my children and husband get the visa for 

living as well?

Do I need to complete IELTS to apply for this scholarship?    

 

You do not need to complete IELTS to apply, but to be awarded a place on a course you will need 

to demonstrate the required level of English for your university.  

 

What IELTS level is required?  

 

The level of English required it determined by the university you are applying to.  Please email 

the university you are interested in to ask them.  

 

 

Is funding provided to pay for the IELTS proficiency test?  If so, how do I 

access this funding?  

 

Yes, you would need to cover the costs upfront, and then, if awarded the scholarship and 

registered at the UK host university, the IELTS costs will be reimbursed to you. Please check the 

exact process with your host university.  

 

I am a recent PhD graduate and mother of two young children.  Am I eligible 

for applying for early academic fellowship under “British Council 

scholarships for women in STEM?   

 

If your studies are within STEM, and you meet the eligibility criteria on the website, then you

If I did my undergrad degree in the UK, can I apply for the scholarship to do 

my master’s degree? 

No, this scholarship is only available for women that have not previously studied in the UK. 

 

I completed an undergraduate degree 5 years ago and have been doing a job 

since then. Can apply for “British council scholarships for women in STEM”?  

   

There is no time limit, we are looking for scholars who are active in the STEM field with relevant 

work experience.   

  

Is any female, who already holds a master’s degree from a university, eligible 

to apply for a master program in UK under STEM scholarship?  

  

If you already hold a post graduate qualification from your home country, you are still eligible to 

apply.  You would be expected to demonstrate the added value that an additional post graduate 

qualification would give you.  

 

 

I have a degree in law and a master’s in law too but am pursuing my PHD in 

data protection laws and the technology aspect of it. Can I apply for the STEM 

fellowship?    

 

The fellowships are for candidates who have already completed a PhD, and an undergraduate 

degree in a STEM subject.  

  

How long will the University take to reply on application since the process 

says we need to apply for admission first and then for the Scholarship?  

 

This depends on each university.  Please contact the university to ask them about their specific 

process and timelines.   

  

Am I eligible to apply for any post graduate degrees (at the enlisted 

universities) with 14 years of education and around 13 years of professional 

experience in various industries?    

 

There is no time limit on this.  You must be able to demonstrate a career interest in STEM, 

financial need, and academic ability.  

 



 
 

 

Can I apply to more than one University listed on your website?  

Yes, you can apply to more than one university.  If you are recommended for a scholarship at 

more than one university, the review panel will make the final decision on your allocation.   

  

After graduation, do I need to go back to our home country for minimum 2 

years?  

 

The spirit of the scholarship programme is based around returning home and giving back.   

The eligibility criteria states that Scholars are also required to show in their application form that:   

 

• They are active in the field with work experience or with a proven interest in the 

programme area they are applying for.   

• They are willing to demonstrate future contribution to capacity-building and socio-

economic advancement through the benefits achieved after graduating from UK higher 

education and returning to their home country.  

• They can demonstrate a plan and passion to engage other women and girls in STEM 

from their home country.  

  

Can I apply for post study work visa after my graduation?    

  

Yes, candidates are eligible to apply.  More information is available on the UKVI website
